
Carlton Lodge Residential 

Monday 21st March – Wednesday 23rd March 2022

With the residential just a few weeks away now, there are just a few things we thought would be useful to share with you (including a kit list on 
the next page).

● The duration of the visit is 2 nights: Monday 21st - Wednesday 23rd March 2022.
● Your child will need to arrive at school on Monday 21st March at the usual time (between 8.30-8.40am), with a packed lunch and wearing 

suitable clothing for their first activity at Carlton Lodge.  Children do NOT need to wear school uniform.
● We will leave school around 10:30 and travel by coach, arriving at Carlton Lodge at around 12:00 for lunch.
● The first activities will start at 13:30.
● All activities will take place on site (except the night walk, which will be around the local village) and all activities are delivered by 

professionally trained instructors.
● Food at the centre is simple but of great quality. They cater for all dietary requirements but not fussy eaters.
● Children are not permitted to take mobile phones or tablets. Staff will have their phones and all contact details of parents/carers with 

them.  We would contact you immediately in the case of an emergency.
● We will also be regularly updating our Twitter feed with photographs of the children taking part in their activities so please do follow us 

@priory_primary if you do not already.
● On Wednesday 23rd March, we will leave Carlton Lodge around 1pm to return to school around 3pm (an update on our arrival time will be 

sent to parents/carers via text once we’re on the way).
● Children are not permitted to bring sweets with them, but there will be a tuck shop in the evening. The children may bring no more than 

£3 to spend at the tuck shop.

Payment

● The overall cost of the visit is £170, which has been heavily subsidised by the school.  The cost includes 2 nights accommodation, all meals, 
travel to and from Carlton Lodge and a range of activities. 

● The final balance MUST be paid by Monday 14th March, exactly a week before we go.
● Please pay for the visit using our School Money system.
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Kit List

Please ensure that your child has packed their bag with you so that they know where everything is! 

If possible, do not buy anything new and please make sure that everything is named. 

Be prepared for the clothes to be muddy/ damp / smelly!!

● Waterproof coat
● Waterproof trousers (if your child already has 

some)
● At least 3 warm jumpers/hoodies/fleeces
● 3/4 pairs of joggers/leggings/tracksuit bottoms
● At least 4 t-shirts
● Plenty of socks (both thick and thinner pairs)
● Plenty of underwear
● Hat and gloves
● Swimwear (to wear underneath clothing for 

water activities)
● PJs

Please note that jeans are not suitable for any of 
the activities.

A drying room is available for wet clothes. 

● 1 towel for showering
● 1 old towel for water 

activities

● A torch (plus spare 
batteries)

● Black bin liner 
labelled with their 
name for wet clothes

● Drinks bottle
● Book/playing cards
● Cuddly toy

● 1 old pair of trainers 
for water activities

● 1 pair of trainers for 
dry activities

● Wellies (if you have 
them)

● Flip flops for the 
shower (if they want 
them)

● Plenty of hair bobbles
● Toiletries (including 

roll on deodorant)
● Lip balm
● Hand cream (if 

needed)
